There are 

strips of colored paper 

bearing the notes and words 

to Let there be Peace on 

Earth placed inside each 

ornament. You can put small 

items, peace signs, snow, etc. 

Or Pierre auxiliary can add 

little doo dads when putting 

the tree hooks on. 

Your auxiliary can choose how 

many names to put on the 

outside of each ornament. As 

examples, I printed off names 

on mailing labels, cut the 

strips, & scattered them 

around on the ornament. 

Tags with names can be hung 

from the ornaments, or you 

can put names inside the 

ornaments which are not very 

visible. You can put as many 

names as you’d like, but 

fewer names are easier to 

work with on the ornaments. 

Be sure to put your auxiliary 

name & town somewhere on 

every ornament, as well. 

Each Auxiliary is limited 

to the 3 Ornaments.
