This program includes, but is not limited to, 

Military Assistance Program (MAP), Unmet Needs, and Adopt-A-Unit, Veterans 

Crisis Line, Uniting to Combat Hunger, Mental Wellness Campaign, Disaster 

Relief, VFW Foundation Grant, Student Veterans Support Grant, Pre-Discharge, 

Women Veterans Call Center and Women Veterans Health Care.  All of which
